· The County Umpiring Secretary (CUS) congratulated Ildiko Wardle, Mel Simpson and Kirsty Dover on achieving their ‘C’ awards. 

· Two ‘C’ Award courses were run in the last 12 months.

· Over the next 12 months there will be further ‘C’ award courses in South Bucks.  We will also continue to work closely with Carolyn Davies (CUS for North Bucks) so that we are able to share courses.  ‘C’ award written paper sittings and tutoring will be planned. 

· Mentoring will be provided to learner umpires on a Monday night at Chalfont, on Tuesday and Thursday nights at Kingsmead Netball Centre and on Sunday mornings at the junior league.

· Notices for umpires will be posted on Facebook and Twitter for South Bucks umpiring news.  We will also communicate with club secretaries so that no-one will miss out on courses etc.

· The CUS gave a reminder that umpires below the age of 18 require an adult present when they umpire as stipulated in England Netball guidelines.  These guidelines can be found on the England Netball website.
· The CUS thanked Ros Rush, Yvonne Jamison, Kathy Hambidge and Carolyn Davies for their ongoing support.

Performance Report 
· The 2018/19 academy cycle successfully finished in April 2019. 

· South Bucks has produced a variety of successful athletes throughout the programme who have gone on to train in hubs with Mavericks, Pulse, Storm and Wasps.

· We have had a plethora of elite coaches, tournaments and friendly matches throughout the academy season and look forward to continuing to build relationships with local counties and franchises alike.

· This year has been the first year that the age banding has been adapted to better suit the pathway programme that the franchises have set out.  It has been announced by England Netball that, from September, hubs will no longer be able to run hubs catering for under 13s and under 15s athletes.  The county will therefore be taking full control of the training and development of their athletes in these age groups.

· The Performance Lead is working closely with Jennine Loader (Performance Pathway administrator and assistant coach) to develop the programme further with more opportunities for the athletes.

· The 2019/20 trial date has been confirmed and applications are closed. We are looking forward to welcoming new and ambitious athletes into the programme.
